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The Open Budget Index evaluates the 
quantity and type of information 
available to the public in a country's 
budget documents. A country's 
placement within a performance 
category was determined by 
averaging the response to 91 
questions on the Open Budget 
Questionnaire related to information 
contained in the eight key budget 
documents that all countries should 
make available to the public. 

The countries that scored between 
81-100 percent were placed in the 
performance category Provides 
Extensive Information, those with 
scores 61-80 percent in Provides 
Signi�cant Information, those with 
scores 41-60 percent in Provides Some 
Information, those with scores 21-40 
percent in Provides Minimal 
Information, and those with scores 
0-20 percent in Provides Scant or No 
Information. All Open Budget 
Questionnaires used to calculate 
these scores may be seen at 
www.openbudgetindex.org.
